LAKE FLAMING GORGE YACHT CLUB, INC.

BYLAWS
ARTICLE 1

Name and Purpose

Section 1


The name of this club shall be Lake Flaming Gorge Yacht Club, Inc.  The principal place of business shall be at the Lucerne Valley Marina on Lake Flaming Gorge, Utah.

Section 2


The purpose of this organization is to:
· Serve the interest of boat owners and water recreational enthusiasts utilizing the waters and surrounding area of Lake Flaming Gorge.
· Stimulate a greater interest in boating in all of its facets including safety among its members and others who utilize the waters of Lake Flaming Gorge, to represent the interests of its members in all matters having to do with regulation, legislation, and use of recreational waters and the surrounding territory.
· Promote and develop a fraternal spirit among the local outdoor enthusiasts.
· Own or lease property for Club purposes.
· Develop adequate boat storage, docking facilities, launching facilities and other facilities for the use and enjoyment of its members and others utilizing the waters of Lake Flaming Gorge and the surrounding territory and to do all other things which will tend to serve the interests of the members in boating, fishing and other recreational uses of the waters of Lake Flaming Gorge and the surrounding territory.

ARTICLE II

Membership

Section 1


Membership in this organization shall be open to all individuals who maintain boats or utilize the waters and surrounding territory of Lake Flaming Gorge and who are interested in boating and water recreational activities in the out-of-doors and in fishing or in other activities available in the Lake Flaming Gorge area.  Spouses of members shall be considered voting members and may hold office as an officer or member of the Board of Directors.  Family members shall be those who live in the immediate home of the member and for whom the member is financially responsible.  Family members shall not be entitled to vote.

Section 2 

Application for membership in the Yacht Club shall be made by a signed membership application.   Each application for membership shall be submitted to the Board of Directors at the next regular meeting and shall be voted upon to either accept or reject the application.  A favorable vote of a majority of those present shall be required to elect an applicant to membership.  If for some reason an application is denied, the applicant’s dues shall be returned.  When application is approved, the member shall be a qualified voting member of the Club and shall retain such voting privileges only if their annual dues are paid up to date.

Section 3


A member may resign from the Club at any time upon notice to the Board of in writing.
Section 4


Membership in the Club may be terminated for non-payment of the current year’s dues by May 31 by action of the Board of Directors.  Membership may also be terminated for failure to abide by these Bylaws or any other serious violation filed with the Board of Directors, who will review the case and if the situation warrants, will offer the member an opportunity to appear before the Board to show cause why the membership should not be terminated.

Section 5


Only members in good standing shall fly the Club flag.

Section 6


There shall be no discrimination against any person seeking membership in the Club for race, gender, creed or origin.
ARTICLE III
Administration and Management
Section 1


The policy, direction, and administration of the Club shall be vested in a Board of Directors.  The Board of Directors shall consist of seven (7) Officers and up to fifteen (15) Directors.
Section 2


The Board of Directors may hire a Manager to manage the daily operation of the Club, and whatever personnel that the Board deems necessary, and for which funds are available, to aid in the operation of the Club.

ARTICLE IV

Officers and Board of Directors
Section 1


Officers shall be elected from within the members of the Board of Directors by the Board.  They shall hold office until their successors are duly elected unless they are otherwise removed from office.

Section 2


The officers shall be the Commodore, Vice Commodore, Secretary, Treasurer, Port Captain, Editor, and immediate Past Commodore.  The Directors positions shall be Dock and Regional Representatives or Directors at large.  
Section 3 

The term of office for the Commodore, Vice Commodore, and Past Commodore shall be for one (1) year.  The offices of the Secretary, Treasurer and Port Captain shall be for two (2) years.  The Term of office for the Editor shall be for three (3) years.  The term for Directors shall be for three (3) years.
Section 4


The Commodore shall not serve more than one term consecutively.  The  Commodore shall preside at all meetings of the Club and its Board of Directors, shall appoint all committees, shall be a member ex-officio of all committees and shall carry on those other responsibilities assigned to them by these Bylaws and by the Board of Directors.

Section 5


During the absence or temporary incapacity of the Commodore, the Vice Commodore shall perform the duties and have the powers of the Commodore.

Section 6


The Treasurer shall review all financial records and accounts of the Club, prepare a financial statement for each Board of Directors’ meeting, sign all checks, disburse the funds of the Club under the direction of the Board of Directors and call for an annual review to be completed within forty-five (45) days of the close of the fiscal year.  The annual review shall be submitted to the Board of Directors.  Within thirty (30) days after the Board of Directors meeting at the end of the fiscal year, an annual financial statement and a new fiscal year’s budget shall be submitted to the membership.  The Treasurer shall receive and account for all funds of the Club, keep its financial books and records, and report on the financial condition of the Club to the Board and the membership.

Section 7


The Secretary shall record all minutes of meetings, both the Club and the Board.  The minutes shall be submitted to the Board of Directors at the next regular meeting of the Board.  A synopsis of the minutes shall then be included in the newsletter to the membership.   The Secretary shall maintain the Club’s mailing, membership, and Newsletter lists.
Section 8


The Port Captain shall be in charge of organizing all of the Club’s social activities approved by the Board of Directors including dock parties, spring kickoffs, and Christmas Parties.

Section 9 


The Editor shall be in charge of preparing the Newsletter for publication including the layout of articles, photos and advertisements.  The Editor is responsible for the content of the Newsletter and shall solicit photographs and participate in the writing of articles.
Section 10 

The Past Commodore shall serve for one (1) year following their term as Commodore of the Club.
Section 11 

A member of the Board of Directors may be terminated from the Board by vote of the Board of Directors after three (3) consecutive absences from Board meetings.
Section 12 

No officer or member of the Board shall participate in a vote or a question that pertains to a relative or spouse employed by the Club.

Section 13 

Unscheduled vacancies in any elective office shall be filled by the Board of Directors at any regular or special meeting of the Board where a quorum is present.  The newly elected successor shall serve for the un-expired term of their predecessor.

Section 14 

New members of the Board of Directors shall be elected each year to fill the vacant positions of the outgoing board members. 
ARTICLE V
Fiscal Year

Section 1

The fiscal year of the Club shall begin on September 1 and end on August 31. 
Section 2


All accounting procedures shall be on a cash basis.
ARTICLE VI

Budget
Section 1


The Treasurer shall submit to the Board of Directors at their October meeting of the new fiscal year a proposed budget of expenditures for the new fiscal year.  This budget shall be reviewed by the Board of Directors and the Commodore and shall be considered and approved with or without revision.  It is subject to revision at any regular meeting of the Board of Directors thereafter.  The officers and/or Board of Directors and/or any paid employee of the Club shall not obligate the Club in excess of the approved budget. 
ARTICLE VII

Dues
Section 1


The Club’s Annual Dues shall be reviewed by the Board of Directors in any meeting but not later than February 1 of each year.  Payment for dues may be by check (preferred) or cash.
Section 2


The annual dues are $75.00 per year payable on or before March 1 of each year.  Any dues not paid by May 31 are delinquent and the member may be dropped from membership.

Section 3 


Special membership drives may be authorized by quorum vote of the Board of Directors.  These drives may offer incentives for new memberships.
ARTICLE VIII
Meetings
Section 1 


The annual meeting of the members shall be held on the Sunday before Labor Day each year.  The location and time of the meeting shall be determined by the Board of Directors.

Section 2 

Written notice of the annual meeting shall be prepared and distributed to the membership by the Secretary twenty-five (25) days prior to the date of the meeting.

Section 3  


Regular meetings of the Board of Directors will be held at least monthly at a time and place agreed upon by the Board of Directors. 

Section 4 

 A member of the Club wishing to present  business at a Board meeting must notify the Commodore, in writing, requesting to be placed on the agenda, two weeks prior to the Board of Directors’ meeting.  Members are welcome to attend Board of Directors’ meetings and participate in the discussions but are not entitled to vote. 

Section 5 

Special meetings of the Board of Directors may be called by the Commodore or any two officers.  Notice shall be given in sufficient time to permit members to be present, taking into consideration the availability of transportation and other contributing factors.
Section 6 


Special meetings of the general membership may be called for by the membership, or the Commodore, upon giving written notice stating the purpose of the meeting.  A petition requesting the stated meeting, with twenty-five (25) or more valid signatures, shall be presented to the Commodore.  Once the Commodore receives the petition, the Secretary shall be directed to give notice of the meeting.  The meeting must take place within 30 days of receiving the petition. 
Section 7 

For general membership meetings, a quorum of the general membership shall consist of ten percent (10%) of the voting members.  If a quorum of the general membership is unavailable, a quorum of the Board of Directors shall be considered as satisfying the membership quorum requirement.

Section 8 

Forty (40) percent of the members of the Board of Directors shall constitute a quorum at any meeting of the Board of Directors.

Section 9  

Robert’s Revised Rules of Order shall govern the meetings of the club.
ARTICLE IX

Amendments

Section 1


These Bylaws may be amended:


A:  at any regularly called board meeting by quorum vote of the Board of Directors, provided notice of such amendments is given to the general membership at least twenty (20) days before the meeting. 


B:  by a majority of the Club’s general membership at any regularly scheduled meeting provided that notice of the proposed changes has been mailed to the general membership twenty (20) days prior to the date of the regularly scheduled meeting.

Section 2


Every new member shall receive a current copy of the Bylaws upon approval of their application for membership.

ARTICLE X

Classes of Membership

Section 1

Charter members shall be dues paying members who joined the Club in its founding year, 1986.  The Board of Directors may confer upon them such privileges and honors as the Board deems appropriate.  Charter members shall be Regular Members of the Club as defined in Section 2 below.

Section 2 

Regular Members shall be dues paying active members who have voting privileges as defined in Article II, Section 2 of the Bylaws.

Section 3

Honorary Members may be designated by the Board of Directors. These Members shall be entitled to participate, dues free, in the activities of the Club and shall possess regular member voting privileges.  Their membership shall be for one year and reviewed annually. 
Section 4


Associate Membership may be conferred upon anyone whom the Board of Directors deems entitled for their support to the Club.  Their memberships shall be dues free and they shall not possess voting privileges. Their membership shall be for one year and reviewed annually.
ARTICLE XI

Elections

Section 1


Nominations for directors shall be made by: 



A:  A nominating committee appointed by the Commodore.  These nominations shall be given to the Secretary at least thirty (30) days prior to the annual meeting.  The Secretary shall prepare Ballots and mail them to the Club’s voting members at least twenty-five (25) days prior to the annual meeting.  Members who will not be present at the annual meeting may return these ballots to the Secretary in time to be counted at the meeting.

B:  Nominations from the floor at the annual meeting until the close of nominations.

Section 2


After the nominations for Directors are closed at the annual meeting, a ballot will be presented to the members in attendance.  The votes shall be collected and counted by an election committee appointed by the Commodore. These votes shall include all of the ballots cast from both the members in attendance and the absentee ballots.  The election committee will certify and announce the election results. 

Section 3 

The newly elected members of the Board of Directors shall take office on the date of the annual Commodore’s Ball and shall participate in the election of new officers at the Directors’ meeting immediately following the general membership meeting.

Section 4

The election of officers shall be made by the Board of Directors during their meeting following the annual general membership meeting.  Nominees for officer positions must be members of the Board of Directors at the time of their election.
