We are now working on identifying possible funding resources to put in a new wave attenuation system for the entire marina in the upcoming boating season. We are working hard to make the marina a safer place for all that use this excellent facility.

Please come out and support the Yacht clubs upcoming events, and remember for those of you who have not renewed your memberships, please do so .One of my goals this year is the expansion of the club’s membership. The membership dues are coming back to the club in many different ways.
